Evolution
1. What is Evolution? 
Answer: Evolution is the gradual genetic change that occurs in species over many generations 
2. What is extinction? 
Answer: Extinction means that a particular species no longer exists
3. Outline the work of Charles Darwin
Answer: Charles Darwin was an English Biologist. He studied finches on the Galapagos Islands. He observed 13 varieties of finches. He noticed that each variety of finch’s beaks were adapted to the food source on the island e.g. finches found on islands containing lots of fruit had beaks well shaped for fruit eating. 
1. What is meant by natural selection?
Answer: Individuals who are genetically adapted to their environment will survive to breed and pass on those genes to their offspring who, in turn, will survive and pass the genes onto their offspring. 
2. How does natural selection result in the formation of new species?
Answer: Variation causes differences to exist between members of the species.
Sometimes these changes make the individual less able or more able to cope with the environment. 
The individual may be more likely to die before it breeds. 
The favourable genes will allow the organisms to become better adapted to their environment (Survival of the fittest). 
These favourable genes will be passed on from generation to generation. 
The members of the original species till have become extinct but a new and better adapted species will have evolved. 
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
